Getting Started on your Knitting Machine with Lorri Helms  

Do you have a knitting machine in your attic or under your bed?  Well, this is the time to dust it off and 
get using it!  In this class we will get your Japanese made machine up and running.  Then we will make a 
miniature sweater.  You will learn to cast-on, use waste yarn, decrease and increase stitches, bind-off, pick 
up stitches and more!  This class is 2 session 3 hours each

Beginning Machine Knitting 2 with Lorri Helms 

In this class you will make an adult sweater.  You will make a swatch and using a knitting computer pro-
gram, generate a pattern that will fit you, your yarn and gauge.  You will learn to cast-on, use waste yarn, 
decrease and increase stitches, bind-off, pick up stitches and more.  

You must have a working Japanese knitting machine (sponge bar and extra needles) and a small amount 
of experience, (contact teacher at least two weeks ahead of time if explanation is needed), tools and man-
ual for machine, stitch markers and yarn needle.
